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Vinyl Warriors in short...

The “VINYL WARRIORS: Rediscovering Your Musical Youth - Digital Skills Training for Seniors”
project proposes to develop an embedded learning training programme for seniors that
encourages them to recover their musical youth. In the course of the project activities,
participants will learn key digital skills to enable them to record in audio and video the
musical performance they enact. In the pilot phase, a minimum of 20 seniors in each
country will be engaged in producing the proposed musical performance and building their
digital skills.

Vinyl Warriors kick-off meeting...

The Kick-Off project meeting took place on the 19th of January 2021 and was held virtually
on Zoom due to Covid- 19 restrictions.

Partners introduced themselves and their organisations, starting a discussion on active
ageing projects and intergenerational learning in their countries and the supports available.
They also presented 2 best practices examples from their own country.

The partners agreed on next steps and actions to be taken.

» Digital Skills Training Programme for Seniors, dividing the resources into 4
categories to support building digital skills for seniors taking responsibility the
different roles in the VINYL WARRIORS Performance and Production Team - The
Band; The Groupies; The Roadies; The Managers.

» In-Service Training Programme, to ensure that adult educators are fully trained to
harness the potential of the VINYL WARRIORS suite of embedded learning resources
to build the digital skills of the seniors target group.

» MOOC that provides access to all of the embedded-learning digital skills resources
developed and the in-service training. The proposed MOOC will support a wide
range of innovative online course-ware and mobile learning through smart-phones,
tablets, etc.
